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LEBANON VA MEDICAL CENTER FOCUSES ON INFECTION 

PREVENTION WITH MRSA AWARENESS WEEK

On Thursday May 15, 2008, the Lebanon VA Medical Center (VAMC) will host a “Spring Training” entitled “Strike Out Infection”.  The event will focus on preventing the spread of infection in resident community living centers, in hospitals, and in the general community.

Veterans will enjoy the assistance of local high school baseball and softball players as they “take a swing at infection prevention”.  VA Staff will demonstrate hand hygiene skills, the use of personal protective equipment, and their baseball talents as they participate in a home run derby and speed pitch contest.

The event will introduce the VHA’s MRSA Prevention Initiative for long term care residents.  MRSA stands for Methicillin Resistant Staphylococcus aureus, a form of the common staph bacteria that is resistent to many familiar antibiotics.  

The Lebanon VAMC tests veterans living in their community living center and those admitted to the hospital to see if they carry the MRSA bacteria.  They take special precautions if a veteran is found to carry MRSA so the bacteria are not spread to other patients.

The event is intended to reinforce infection prevention education in a fun and interactive venue for veterans, staff, and students alike.  Activities will be held in the lawn area outside of Building 1.
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
