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For the second year in a row, Schneider was selected by Freightliner to receive the
2008 Ride of Pride truck, honoring United States veterans and soldiers. Vince
Hagen, a driver with Schneider since 1995 and a member of the United States Army
for 26 years, was hand-picked to drive the Ride of Pride truck to speciai events,
truck shows, veteran job fairs and yes - even the Pentagon.

Vince says he was destined to be a truck driver, but his first truck driving job at age
20 didn't go so well. "While serving in the army, | was driving the Mess Sergeant's
two-and-a-half-ton truck and | hit a 30 pound anti-tank mine. The truck exploded. "I
couldn't believe | blew up the Mess Sergeant's truck,” Vince recalled. He ended up
with permanent hearing loss from the incident.

Vince is a retired First Sergeant with the U.S. Army, including three tours of duty in
Vietnam. His past experience makes him a perfect candidate to drive the Ride of
Pride truck. "All this time I've been in the military and working at Schneider, [ haven't
been able to participate in many veteran activities,” said Vince. "With my
background, I'm able to relate to veterans and spread the word about programs
available to them. It is also an opportunity everyday to recognize our veterans
whether I'm at an event or passing them on the highway."
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
