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LEBANON VA MEDICAL CENTER PART OF LEBANON COUNTY NURSING HOME OLYMPICS
The Lebanon Veterans Affairs Medical Center (LVAMC) is hosting a target game (Blongo), as part of the Lebanon County Nursing Home Olympics. On Wednesday, September 17, 2008, festivities will commence in the Social Room of Building 18 on the LVAMC campus.  Following the competition, entertainment will be provided by the Lebanon Elks Lodge.  
Nursing Home Olympics began in 1996 at Cedar Haven Nursing Home located in Lebanon, PA.  The event has grown to include up to 10 facilities in Lebanon County.  All participating residents receive ribbons and medals are awarded for the top 3 finishers in each event.     
The final event, in a series that started in May 2008, will wrap up the Olympics that have rotated from various facilities in Lebanon County.
