LEBANON VA MEDICAL CENTER’S LOSS OF AIR CONDITIONING TO MULTIPLE PATIENT CARE BUILDINGS


At 5:30 p.m. today, the Lebanon VA Medical Center experienced a total loss of air conditioning in multiple patient care buildings.  A partial failure of the air condition systems was also sustained on Monday, but was since repaired.  This is due to a cooling line break which has been identified and in the process of being repaired. 
  
As a precaution, and due to high temperature forecast, plans are being made to prioritize any needed relocation of patients to other local and VA hospitals.  All families are currently being notified of this incident and that Veterans are safe.  Lebanon County Emergency Management Agency has mobilized and is providing assistance.  All efforts are being taken to safely care for Veterans and return to the facility to full operational capacity.
