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Lebanon VA Launches Online Jobs Program for Veterans

Lebanon, PA – November 11, 2011 - To help address the employment needs of Veterans, the Lebanon VA Medical Center and other VA medical centers across the country, announced the debut of an online job search website that displays job opportunities at the department.
According to the Bureau of Labor Statistics, the unemployment rate for Veterans is almost 3 percent higher than most U.S. citizens.  Currently, the unemployment rate for Veterans is 11.7 percent compared to the national rate of 9.1 percent.

The new “VA for Vets” website is an online career center that contains a resume builder, military skills translator which translates military skills into civilian language, avatar-based technology that connects deployed Service members back to VA during their operational missions, and self-assessment tools that will help Veterans at the Lebanon VA Medical Center and VA medical centers across the country meet their employment needs by finding jobs that match their skills.

The website also features career and reintegration coaches who will help Veterans and Service members find opportunities offered through the Career Center to ensure a seamless transition into the VA workforce.
  
"The VA for Vets program represents a commitment to transforming the way we hire and retain our Veterans,” Secretary of Veterans Affairs Eric K. Shinseki wrote in a message to VA employees. 
The Lebanon VA plans to use the “VA for Vets” website in conjunction with their Vocational Rehabilitation program.  “I am proud to announce that along with our new rehabilitation center that is currently being built to help our Nation’s Veterans meet their vocational needs, we will also be able to provide them with a state-of-the-art technology-driven online job search website that will help us to create a world-class organization of Veterans serving Veterans,” medical center director Robert W. Callahan, Jr., said.  Callahan broke ground for the new $9.2 million residential rehabilitation and recovery center on October 21.

In addition to housing the Lebanon VA’s vocational rehabilitation program, the center will also be used to treat Veterans suffering from mental illness and substance abuse.
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
